Introduction: 
Almost all the countries situated around the Bay of Bengal were affected by the tsunami in the morning hours of 26 December 2004 (between 0900 – 1030 hrs IST). The killer waves were triggered by an earthquake measuring 8.9 on the Richter scale that had an epicenter near the west coast of Sumatra in Indonesia. The first recorded tsunami in India dates back to 31 December 1881. An earthquake of magnitude 7.5 on the Richter scale, with its epicenter believed to have been under the sea off the coast of Car Nicobar Island, caused the tsunami. The last recorded tsunami in India occurred on 26 June 1941, resulting from an earthquake with magnitude exceeding 8.5 which caused extensive damage to the Andaman Islands. There are no other well-documented records of tsunami in India.

From Asia to Africa, the December tsunami killed at least 160 000 people, and scoured shorelines of buildings and other structures.  Among the hardest hit were those who made their living from the sea.  For millions of fishermen and their families, the Indian Ocean was the source of their food and livelihood.  But when, after the earthquake, a tsunami raced across the ocean floor and slammed into coastlines, many lives and livelihoods were wiped out.
Restoration of livelihood of the tsunami victims is on the front line of rescue operations continuing in the affected areas. Shelter, water, food, and medical relief continue to be priorities of the people in the tsunami-affected areas, which have been addressed on a warlike basis. Now the aim is for long-term planning for rehabilitation of the tsunami victims. In this context, NIT Kurukshetra, in association with ISDR, AVCCE and IAPSO-CGSI, propose to hold a workshop on tsunami rehabilitation, to be held on 23-25 September 2005.

Objectives of the Workshop: 
During the workshop, technical issues, problems and damage sustained by the tsunami, with its causes and rehabilitation measures in different sectors, will be presented and discussed in detail. The sectors are divided theme-wise, e.g. agriculture, aquaculture, irrigation, drinking water, coastal eco-systems, coastal infrastructure, and coastal economic systems etc. The issues will be discussed among scientists, technocrats and researchers coming from all corners of India.  A strategic plan will be worked out on the basis of scientific and engineering aspects for rehabilitation of the tsunami victims.

Task forces designated in each sector will be responsible for formulating proposals for rehabilitation, applications for funding from different agencies and the successful implementation for post-tsunami rehabilitation.
